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Violent shocks punctuated the
strong shaking, which lasted
about 45 seconds. It doesn’t
sound like much, but it was
long enough to cause great
destruction and start a fire 

that brought the city of San Francisco 
to a mass of smoldering ruins. The 
1906 San Francisco earthquake was 
felt from Oregon to Los Angeles and 
as far inland as central Nevada.

And after the devastation, rebuilding
San Francisco was no easy task. The
first line of duty was to clean up the
debris and pump the flooded areas dry.
That’s where PACO Pumps, an MP
Distributor, came to the rescue, setting
up shop with dewatering services and
the manufacture and sale of pumps.

Since that time, PACO dealerships 
have continued to provide pumps to 
the commercial market for heating, 
air conditioning, plumbing, sump and
sewage, and the company has even 
made a few more significant rescues.

The most recent one occurred 
in Albany, Oregon, where a resin 
manufacturer was dealing with 
premature pump failure in its 
processing equipment. 

“After only three months on the 
job, the stamped stainless steel pumps
they had purchased from a competitor
were leaking,” said Senior Sales
Representative John King. “These
pumps were just light duty stainless –
they weren’t designed to handle the 
hot, abrasive water of this particular
application. After working with MP
Pumps for more than 20 years, I knew
they would have a solution. MP Pumps
manufactures pumps we don’t have. MP
Pumps are geared more for industrial
applications like this.”

The solution was four Chem Flo
pumps with Severe Service Type 2
Seals. Cast in 316 stainless steel, the
Chem Flo pumps provide better 
corrosion resistance, are more durable
and can handle the abrasive conditions
without failure.

“They were installed in June and
there have been no problems since
then,” King said. “Most importantly, 
by working together, we were able to
solve the problem fast. MP Pumps
expedited the entire process – the
pumps were built, shipped, and 
installed all within two weeks. That
saved our customer thousands of dollars
in downtime, and that’s something we
can all be proud of.”

Too many
of us know that this is often 
easier said than done. MP

picked up a couple of recipes

that will guarantee results – lean manu-
facturing and automated assembly.

“Our goal is to eliminate waste and
run a more efficient operation,” said Jim
McMain, Plant Manufacturing Engineer.
“Although we’re good, we know there is
always room for improvement. So we’re
working on incorporating these tech-
niques into our daily operations.”

With lean manufacturing, cutting the 
fat means cutting out defects, waiting,
overprocessing, unnecessary motion, 
overflow of inventory and other 
common manufacturing wastes. MP
Pumps has already set the lean wheels 
in motion through the development of
several work cells.

“In a nutshell, raw materials will flow
through these work cells and come out 

as finished products,” said Fred
Linstruth, Shop Operations Manager.
“As we continue to learn, we’re 
discovering that lean manufacturing
is a way of thinking as well as a way
of doing.”

To complement
the efficiency gained
by thinking lean,
automated assembly
is another process
recently adopted at
MP Pumps. 

“We’re working
on the development
of more automated
tools to ease the assembly process,”
Linstruth said. 

“That means upgrading what we have
with improved testing and packaging
equipment, new assembly benches,
advanced automation processes and
more effective shipping and receiving
techniques. This is all part of our plan
for a brighter, more efficient future.”

V60:
Hot New Product
Fits The Mold
Nobody really knows when it 

was first developed. Some 
say it began with the natural

coatings and adhesives used since
the beginning of time, while others
argue it didn’t appear until the 
mid-1800s. Whatever the case, 
plastic sure has come a long way.

Today, you can’t even wake up 
without coming into contact with
something plastic – it’s in your
alarm clock, the buttons on your
pajamas, the packaging of your milk
container, your furniture, electronic
components, adhesives, inks... you
name it, it’s in there. The plastics
industry in the United States now
represents 1.5 million jobs and
$304 billion in annual shipments.

To keep up with the demand, a 
number of materials and production
improvements have occurred over
the years. And you’re about to 
witness another one.

MP Pumps recently developed a
new product that has the potential to
drastically improve plastic injection
molding. The new V-60 pump is
designed for the Mold Temperature
Control Unit (MTCU) – a device
used in molding plastic into specific
shapes and sizes.

The MTCU optimizes injection
molding and operation productivity
by controlling the temperature of 
the mold. If the mold temperature 
is not held within a specific range,
the plastic may not fill the 
mold completely. 

Every MTCU
has a pump that
circulates water to control the
temperature. Most MTCUs are
equipped with standard, off-the-shelf
pumps with threaded joints, such as
unions, elbows, couplings, brackets,
welded canisters and pipe. Naturally,
the more connections there are, the
more possibilities there are for leaks,
meaning any sealed joint represents
a potential leak path.

With that in mind, the V-60 was 
created to minimize extra plumbing
hardware, leak paths and labor 
needed to build the assembly. The
secret is an integrated system. The
heater canister was actually built
into the pump housing design with
an internal check valve. 

By incorporating these features
within the pump and eliminating the
extra fittings, the V-60 is lighter,
more compact and fits most MTCU
packages with minimal floor space.
The new pump is also extremely
easy to service. It’s only a matter 
of grabbing your wrench, discon-
necting a few bolts and the unit 
can be popped out of the machine. 

The V-60 will produce up to
50 gpm, differential pressure up to 
40 psi with up to 2 HP motors. A
low-profile heater canister provides
the heater sizes up to 12 kW. The
most common size is 25 gpm @ 
30 psi and 3/4 HP with 9 kW of 
heating power.
